What to Plant in February

Bedding Plants: Opt for plants that can withstand colder weather such as
pansy, viola, and dusty miller. Ensure that any plants added this month can
survive freezing temperatures.

Bulbs: Many bulbs, such as dahlias and crinum, can be planted in February.
Remember to provide adequate amounts of water and use mulch to protect
them from low temperatures.

Flowering Plants: Trees and shrubs that will be in bloom include red maple,
star magnolia, and spirea.

Vegetables: Potatoes can be planted this month—purchase healthy seed
pieces from your local nursery and plant three inches deep. Remember not
to add lime to your potato planting bed.
